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y Gocco machine was pulled from the

closet to bring to the September meeting.

Printing cards with the Gocco printer in
the past was not for me.

Smudged fingerprints on my postcards didn’t quite
make it.

Then Angie Vangalis strolled into September
Kaligrafos and transfixed the whole room with the
wonders of Gocco printing.

Personalized napkins or note cards for the last

minute gift seems so attainable after seeing Angie do
her magic. Design your drawing or calligraphy, copy
it on a copying machine (lightest setting) burn the
design into your screen with the Gocco machines
unique system, apply the ink to the screen (mix colors
for a marbling effect) VOILA! Print your designs.
Sparkle can be added to your design with a little
embossing powder and using the heat gun.
Embellishments can also be added with your pens!
The hand process makes these prints each an original.
The magic doesn't end here. The hand stamper
enables you to take your design and apply it to tissue
paper, wrapping paper, table clothes, place mats, tote
bags, whatever flat surface you desire can show your
created design. What about curves?. The screen can be
cut and the design used to etch glass. Just tape the
design to your curved (or flat surface) and dab with the
etching material being careful not to get the toxic
product on your skin. Abracadabra! a glass flower pot
with YOUR design on the border.

The mini workshop that followed found five excited
participants transforming their designs into one of a
kind prints. Angie encouraged all of us, giving helpful
hints and shortcuts to take some of the "new
experience" fears out of Gocco-ing. The hours literally
flew by. We left Art Encounter at 5p.m. with 12 newly
designed and printed note cards, envelopes, tissue

GOOD OL’ ZILLER!

Dear Rich and Cyberscribes,

One huge truth in the world of artist materials is
that one must get to know their tools and mediums
before forming an educated opinion. This doesn't
happen in one sitting, or over the course of one
workshop. It takes fussing and experimenting and
working with the new materials over a period of
time.

| have done just that - experimenting and fussing
- with the Ziller Inks for about 3 years now. In
saying three years, | don't mean once in awhile, or
once a month. If you are going to find out what the
capabilities are of *any* product, you've got to
punch the clock and put in the hours. With this in
mind, | feel that | can offer up an educated opinion
on the subject.

For example - and not off topic - | have been in
numerous workshops where the people are mixing
up gouache to use with their dip pens. They think
they have it down pat. They think they have the paint
mixed to the right consistency. But when they go to
write, it's weak, thin, watery, and they have formed
the opinion that this is what gouache is supposed to
look like. They find that this mixture of gouache
runs out of their pens very quickly, dumping paint
in all the wrong places. Yet, because they "learned”
how to use gouache many years ago, they assume
this is what it's all about. (Same thing goes for those
who mix gouache too thickly, and can hardly get it
to flow out of their nibs...)

It is helpful when learning about new materials
to put aside the other mediums that you are
comfortable using, and stick with the new stuff for
as long as it takes. And so. Ziller Inks.

It does behave differently in various tools. | find
that | need to thin it a wee bit for pointed pen work,
a little less for broad pen work, and straight out of
the bottle for folded tools. | have found that I like it
best when | use it for a more heavy watercolor type
effect - and good night! - you can make the little
pots of ink last forever this way! One or two drops
of ink into a little container of water and you are
good to go for ages.

The colors are very surprising - that Buffalo
Brown has the most amazing range. Straight out of
the jar is quite dense brown, but add water and it
warms up to the most beautiful shade of brown with
a hint of orange.

Recently | spent a good 3 weeks creating color
charts with Ziller Inks, watercolors, and gouache. |
was amazed at how vast the Ziller charts became
when intermixing the inks. You are certainly not
limited to the colors of each individual jar of ink.
Mess around and find out what happens!

Dried ink. I have not had a jar dry out. | have had
many pots of this ink over the years, sitting in all
stages of use. But, as you can see by this lengthy
post, | don't let the stuff sit around for long. I use it
up. I buy more. I use that up...I do find that the little
crusty bits of ink that form around the edges to be
a bother, but have found wiping the rim of the pots
keeps this from building up too much.

As for what kind of jar would | want to see? I just

bought a set of really cool acrylic airbrush paints. These come in 1 oz. plastic dropper bottles, with little ball
bearings inside the paint for mixing. | like this set up very much. I rarely dip straight out of the Ziller jars
now. So having a dropper hottle would work well for me. But all in all, I am not complaining about the bottles
or the ink. I enjoy using the stuff, and educating my classes on how to use it best for various projects.
